In his
address, he mentioned that existing companies are good at sustaining & innovation but newer are
better at disruptive innovations.

B invited guest of
honor, expressed his though on the inflection
growth of hypes. In his address, he said that
evolution of Internet is considered as a Big-
bang which occurs rarely and it has created a
connecting environment for other applications
to be shared and executed across a distributed
environment. He further said that last two
decades has witnessed un-precedent technology
progress which is driving the innovations and
creation of significant wealth which is another
factor of motivation and encouragement. Dr.
