He expressed his confidence that various parallel sessions shall witness high class of
deliberations and shall open the new directions of research to the participants.

Dr.A.Padmaja, Principal, opined that Cloud
Computing and Big data has become one of the
hottest IT enterprise topics of recent times. It is
becoming main stream with large steps being made
in a relatively short period of time.

Cloud Computing has become a scalable
services consumption and delivery platform in the
field of Services Computing

Patron-Dr.P.Venu Gopal Reddy, Director, VIJIT,
said that communication technologies have
changed the way we interact, communicate and
transact. These developments and reach of these
technologies are revolutionizing the functioning
of almost every organization irrespective of their
domain in which they are operating into.




After inaugural session, invited Chief Guest-
Dr.DVLN.Somayajulu, has given key note on
the application aspects of the Big Data and Cloud
computing technologies and addressed upon
various issues related to it. He also spoke on
challenges & issues which are related to business
organizations and said that off-shored software
industry are most disruptive. In his address, he
mentioned that existing companies are good at
sustaining & innovation but newer are better at
disruptive innovations.

Prof. Dr.Bruhadeshwar.B invited guest of
honor, expressed his though on the inflection
growth of hypes. In his address, he said that
evolution of Internet is considered as a Big-bang
which occurs rarely and it has created a
connecting environment for other applications to
be shared and executed across a distributed
environment. He further said that last two
decades has witnessed un-precedent technology
progress which is driving the innovations and
creation of significant wealth which is another
factor of motivation and encouragement. Dr.
Bruhadeshwar.B stressed upon the need of
keeping the approach simpler and in such a way
that it is closer to the end users.

In this conference, overwhelming response
was received in the form of research papers. More
than 200 research papers were received from
different states of the country. After careful
scrutiny and review by the experts of review
committee, 122 papers were selected for
proceedings of the conference. This proceeding was
released by the eminent guests during the inaugural
session. The parallel sessions on relevant themes
were organized in which contributors from
different parts of the country, including Gujarat,
Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Haryana, Delhi,
Punjab, UP, Bihar, West Bengal etc, participated and presented their research papers. These
sessions were chaired by Dr.V.Murali mohan, Dr.G.Venkata Rami Reddy, Dr.Md.Ali Hussain
respectively.
